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The purpose of this course is to help students improve their English language skills of Reading, Writing,
Listening and Speaking. Particular emphasis, however, is placed on reading in English, thinking in
English and explaining in English. Through extensive reading, students are expected not only to grasp
the meaning of the text, but also to paraphrase the text in their own “English” words. Reading materials
include news articles and stories on various cultural and global issues.
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The aim of this course is to enable you to:

1. understand the main points of clear standard input on familiar matters regularly encountered in
work, school, leisure, etc.

2. deal with most situations likely to arise whilst travelling in an area where the language is spoken.

3. produce simple connected text on topics which are familiar or of personal interest.

4. describe experiences and events, dreams, hopes and ambitions and briefly give reasons and
explanations for opinions and plans.
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
