This course develops English Teaching skills to students as future teachers of English
Communication. Listening and speaking skills focus on using expanded vocabulary, and developing
successful strategies in situations related to personal identity, past experiences, likes and dislikes using
examples and giving reasons, daily routines, occupations, and Global cultures. Content-driven activities
provide social interaction to practice reading, listening, speaking and writing in class and outside the
classroom. Pair work and small workgroups present additional opportunities to share and control a
conversation by adding information. Meaningful class participation is required.
